 Read 1 John 2:1, 2.  How do followers of Jesus try to cover up their sin? 
Do you agree that sin in the life of a Jesus-Follower is worse than sin in 
the life of a non-believer?  Why or why not? How is Jesus our Advocate? 

 
 
 
 Read 1 John 2:3-6.  Obedience is directly related to 'love of God'.  Of 

the three reasons given for why we obey: I have to (slave/punishment), I 
need to (employee/paycheck), and I want to (child/parent), which of 
these motivate you personally and why? 

 
 
 

 Do you agree that people who spend time worshipping God will naturally 
become more obedient to God?  Why or why not? 

 
 
 

 Read 1 John 2:7-11.  Here is a quote to consider, "It is impossible to be 
in fellowship with our Father in heaven and be out of fellowship with 
another Jesus-Follower."  Do you agree or disagree, why or why not? 

 
 
 

 How can the followers of Jesus love one another better?  How can we 
grow in love for one another at 'the shoreline' church? 

 
 
 

 Read 1 John 2:12-17.  Why does God hate the love of the world and the 
things of the world?  How do you define 'worldliness'?
