No More Cover Ups

· Verses 6, 8, and 10 reveal a terrifying progression- we lie, we deceive, and we make Him a liar.  (see 2:4 also)

· We are either walking in the light, or walking in darkness- they do not co-exist.

· The Gravest of Dangers- Telling Lies- Sin Spreads

· We begin lying to others- Verse 6- Posers

· Sooner or later we begin to believe our lies- Verse 8- Blinders

· The Final Decline is we tell God lies- Verse 10- Accusers

· What do we lose when we walk in dishonesty?
· We lose the ability to profit from the Word

· When we stop ‘practicing the truth’- V6

· The Truth is no longer in us- V8

· The Truth becomes lies- V10

· We lose the blessing of fellowship

· We no longer walk with God or His people- Vv. 6, 7

“He who covers his sins will not prosper, but whoever confesses and forsakes them will have mercy” Proverbs 28:13
· Honesty- With Others, Ourselves, and God- The Way
Confession- does not mean to ‘admit’ sin.  It means to agree with God concerning it- to name it, judge it, and forsake it.
· Note Carefully- The one who walks in the light, has fellowship with God and others, and experiences cleansing is one who confesses their sins to God!
