Sponsoring a South County Family in Transition
Since 1994, South County Outreach has operated a Transitional Housing Program dedicated to assisting families without homes. We own 17 condominium units, either one or two bedroom units, at scattered locations in the cities of Lake Forest, Mission Viejo and Laguna Niguel. At any given time there are approximately 20 adults and 35 children participating in our program. The goal of this highly structured program is that each family become self-sufficient and move into permanent housing.

Faith Communities have the opportunity to sponsor one or more of these families in transition.  These families are unique to South County Outreach due to their accountability to the program through weekly involvement in case management and life skills workshops.  Through actively focusing on career, budgeting, and personal goals, these families are working to enter permanent housing to provide a stable future for their children.  We are honored to support these families as they learn the skills necessary to be successful in today’s demanding society.  

Ways you can support their hard work toward independence while honoring their anonymity:

· Welcome the family upon entry into the program with a basket of linens and cleaning supplies

· Create a Mother’s Day basket in May

· Provide groceries one week each month for the family

· Help with Easter, Thanksgiving and Holiday celebrations by providing food baskets or gift cards

· Buy birthday and Holiday gifts for the children 

· Stock the home with necessary safety supplies – fire extinguisher, earthquake kit & smoke alarms
